Theresa Hak Kyung Cha, author of Dictee, has become one of the most
proclaimed Asian American female artists in the United States. She has
created a variety of art, including film, video, photography, poetry,
criticism, sculpfure, installation art, performance art and mail art. Since
the late 80s, her art has been discussed and eritiqued among scholars in
the context of Cultural Studies, Diaspora Studies, Asian American
Studies and Gender Studies. Dictee is autobiographical, by an author
who has undergone many language, gender and colonialist experiences
in the process of growth.

Dictee has been discussed and translated in both Korea and Japan. In
both countries, both a play and symposia based on Dictee were also
held. Kyoto Performing Arts Center produces a new play based on
Dictee through collaboration with Korean members. The aim is to
create a play that questions language, body, history, memory, politics,
gender and various aspects of our society. The collaboration will
question rules and ideas about nation and ethnicity. Not only might it
bring us together it may also expose the differences between Japan and
Korea.

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Theresa Hak Kyung Cha
was born in 1951 in Pusan, Korea during the Korean War. Her family eventually
moved to Hawaii and settled in Northern California. She received bachelor's and
master's degrees in Comparative Literature from the University of California. Berkeley.
After graduating, she moved to Paris where she studied filmmaking and critical theory
before returning to the San Francisco Bay Area as a filmmaker and performance artist.
Her studies in literature, theory, performance art, and filmmaking influenced her as an
artist. Cha's interdisciplinary background is clearly evident in Dicfee which
experiments with juxtaposition and hypertext of both print and visual media. Sadly,
Cha was murdered by a stranger in New York City in 1982, a few days afier the
publication of Dictee.

Masataka Matsuda

Playwright/Director. Born in Nagasaki Prefecture in 1962. In 1990 he formed the Jiku
Gekijo troupe in Kyoto, and wrote and directed all of its productions until it disbanded
in 1997. In 2003, he established Marebito-no-Kai in Kyoto and resumed his activities
as a director. He has won many prizes including Kishida Drama Award for Umi fo kigasa
(Sea and Sunshade). This play became the first Japanese drama to win the Korean
prize, East Asia Daily News Theater Award. Guest Professor at Kyoto University of Art
and Design, Senior Researcher at Kyoto Performing Arts Center.
